	St. Patrick’s Catholic Primary School is determined to ensure the highest of aspirations for all our pupils, so that all children are given the best possible chance to achieve their full potential.  We aim to achieve this through the highest standards of Inclusive Quality First Teaching, focussed support, curriculum enrichment, and pastoral care.  We are committed to ensuring maximum levels of progress for all groups of children and continually strive to close gaps in performance between different groups.  

There is a clear, strategic approach to the allocation and use of Pupil Premium funding, which is integrated into whole school improvement and development plans.  The targeted and specific use of our Pupil Premium Grant helps us in achieving our vision of the highest aspirations for all of our children.  At St Patrick’s we want to support all children who are disadvantaged or underachieving. We recognise that not all children in receipt of free school meals are disadvantaged or underachieving and that some children who are disadvantaged or underachieving are not having free school meals.

High quality, inclusive teaching is continually at the heart of our approach, as we strive to achieve the best possible outcomes for all our children.  This is proven to have the greatest impact on closing the disadvantage attainment gap, while at the same time benefitting non-disadvantaged pupils in our school.

We have a clear, strategic 3-part model approach for Pupil Premium funding provision, which focuses on the following:
• whole-school strategies that impact on all pupils
• focussed support to target under-performing pupils
• specific support and enhancements targeting pupil premium pupils

The purpose of this strategy is to outline how the Pupil Premium Grant will be allocated to support pupils during the period between September 2024 and July 2027.  Our determined and committed leadership team strive to ensure that Pupil Premium funding and provision impacts achievement, opportunities, attendance, and pastoral care. This includes an identified governor having responsibility for overseeing Pupil Premium strategies and impact in school.  Termly data analysis and pupil progress meetings ensure pupil premium outcomes are monitored and compared to other pupils in school to ensure the correct strategies and provision are in place.

Our approach will be responsive to common challenges and individual needs, rooted in robust diagnostic assessment, not assumptions about the impact of disadvantage. The approaches we have adopted complement each other to help ensure the highest of aspirations for all our pupils. To ensure they are effective we will:
· ensure disadvantaged pupils are challenged in the work that they’re set
· act early to intervene at the point need is identified
· adopt a whole school approach in which all staff take responsibility for disadvantaged pupils’ outcomes and raise expectations of what they can achieve

	Assessments, observations and discussions with pupils indicate under-developed oral language skills and vocabulary gaps.

	Internal and some external (where available) assessments indicate that attainment in reading, writing and maths is typically below that of non-disadvantaged pupils in the earlier stages of school.

	Observations and discussions with pupils indicate a lack of enrichment experiences (life experiences)

At the end of KS2 (July 2024), the performance of disadvantaged pupils was very pleasing.  In many areas, disadvantaged pupils outperformed their non-disadvantaged peers when comparing school results.  When comparing performance of disadvantaged pupils in school, with performance of disadvantaged pupils nationally, school exceeds national averages in all areas except GDS writers.

In 2024, 75% of disadvantaged pupils in Y6 in our school achieved the expected standard in Reading, Writing and Maths combined, compared to 73% of pupils overall.  This attainment is above the national average of 45% for disadvantaged pupils in 2022.  Performance of disadvantaged children at St Patrick’s significantly exceeded performance of disadvantaged pupils nationally.

As this review is the final year of the three-year strategy, we have also considered performance at the end of KS2 in both 2023 and 2022, to evaluate the effectiveness of our Pupil Premium Strategy in narrowing the attainment gaps between pupil premium and non-pupil premium children in school.

In 2023, 61% of disadvantaged pupils in Y6 in our school achieved the expected standard in Reading, Writing and Maths combined, compared to 71% of pupils overall.  This attainment is above the national average of 44% of disadvantaged pupils achieving the expected standard in Reading, Writing and Maths combined in 2023.
In 2022, 67% of disadvantaged pupils in Y6 in our school achieved the expected standard in Reading, Writing and Maths combined, compared to 79% of pupils overall.  This attainment is above the national average of 43% disadvantaged pupils achieving the expected standard in Reading, Writing and Maths combined in 2022.

Throughout the course of the three-year Pupil Premium Strategy (2021-2024) we have continually strived to narrow the attainment gap between disadvantaged and non-disadvantaged pupils in our school across all year groups.  The end of KS2 data for disadvantaged pupils is testament to the hard work undertaken by school and the effectiveness of the pupil premium spending plan. 

Our observations and pupil voice across different areas of the curriculum have shown that children are happy in school.  There remain some challenges in relation to wellbeing and mental health, although this is an improving picture within school.

Within the context of the new Pupil Premium Strategy, school aims to build on the successes shown here and continue to prioritise the areas outlined in this plan to make continuing improvements to the outcomes and experiences of our disadvantaged pupils.
